Time and place:

The inline skating marathon of Kalevipoeg will be held on Saturday, 30 September 2006.

Organisers:

Jõgeva County Government, Kasepää Parish Government, Mustvee Town Government, NGO Kalju, Sports club Tervis of Põltsamaa parish.

Track:

The track follows Tartu-Jõhvi new highway at 74.9 – 79.7 kilometres in Raja village, 2 km from Mustvee town in Jõgeva County. The length of circuit is 9.6 km. The condition of blacktop is almost ideal.

  9.6 km – 1 circuit

19.2 km – 2 circuits

Marathon  

38.4 km – 4 circuits
There is one drinking point on track, where sports drink and water is offered. 

Participants:

All interested in inline skating may take part, if sufficiently trained for the chosen distance. Wearing he helmet is mandatory on track!

Adults will answer for their health condition themselves. Trainers or parents are responsible for the health condition of children.

Medical aid:

Medical aid is provided according to scheme, compiled by organisers. Qualified medical personnel will offer aid at start-finish place. When noticing on track someone in need of help, inform next service point or medical personnel moving on the circuit.

Giving out of start numbers and time taking chips is on race day in start point from 10:00 till 30 minutes before start.

Participants are supplied with:

Track; contestant number; time taking; result in finish protocol; protocol of hobby race in alphabetical order; service; sports drink and water in service points and finish; rewarding according to guide; diploma with place, time and name; medical aid.

Prizes:

The prize giving is approximately at 15:00. The 6 best men and 3 best women of marathon in absolute scoring will get a prize. In people and children distance 3 best men and women in absolute scoring. 3 best men and women of age groups will be rewarded with medal. Drawing lots prizes.

Protests:

All protests must be filed to the head judge within an hour after the end of race.  The protest fee is 200 EEK, which will be returned if the protest is upheld.
Other:

In cases not dependant on organisers, organisers may change track, shorten it or cancel the race. The final decision will be made 6 days before race and of it will be informed through mass media. The jury has a right to make changes until 1 hour before start in exceptional circumstances in order to provide security of participants. 
The cases not included in this guide are solved by organising committee.
